THE LSU MUSEUM OF ART IS CELEBRATING
its First Birthday in the Shaw Center for the Arts. As
much as we may have planned for the physical and
programmatic future, we could not have predicted what
this year was to bring.

Topping the list for the museum’s firsts are our
many new programs and exhibitions. When the museum
galleries opened in March of 2005, they highlighted ten
percent of the permanent collection — 400 pieces from the
museum’s collection of almost 4,000 works of art — the
largest installation in the history of the museum. Two trav-
eling exhibitions showcased incredible collections: African
Gold: Highlights from the Glassell Collection, Museum of
Fine Arts, Houston and Currents of Change: Art and Life
Along the Mississippi River, 1850-1861, organized by The
Minneapolis Institute of Arts. Then after much planning
and two hurricanes, the very special installation of C.C.
Lockwood’s photography and Rhea Gary’s paintings
appeared in our LSU MOA exhibition Vanishing Wetlands:
Two Views. More than 400 people attended the opening
night, including LSU Chancellor Sean O’Keefe, Executive
Vice Chancellor and Provost Risa Palm, and featured

artists C.C. and Rhea, who signed copies of
their book, Marsh Mission, for visitors.

Other highlights from this past year on
the Paula Garvey Manship Floor included
special gallery presentations of new acquisi-
tions: Conrad Albrizio: New Orleans Union
Passenger Terminal Sketches and Imperial
Chinese Jade from the Dr. James R. and Ann
A. Peltier Collection. John Singer Sargent’s
fabulous portrait of Mrs. Burckhardt and
Her Dawughter Lowise greeted our visitors
throughout the fall, on loan from a private
collector during the aftermath of Hurricane
Katrina.

New partnerships with our neighbors
inspired new programs: River Views and
Vibes on first Thursdays with the Baton
Rouge Symphony, Second Saturdays in the
summer months with our partners in the
Shaw Center, downtown museum store
shopping sprees and trunk shows with

artists and designers, educational programs

Michaels Fine Jewelry, the Stanford Group
Company, AmSouth, Kean Miller Attorneys
at Law, Jones Walker LLP, All-Star
Automotive Group, Chase, the Office of the
Mayor-President of East Baton Rouge, the
Persac family, and Michael D. Robinson and
Lucy D. Robinson. Their contributions to
LSU MOA have been monumental.

A year ago we started our journey with
the words, “Join Us. Be Moved,” and you
did just that. Spring 2006 brings a freshness
and passion for moving on — new experi-
ences, new events, and new partnerships.
For starters, this May our first traveling
exhibition, Vanishing Wetlands, will be off
to a number of excellent venues, both inside
and outside Louisiana, including the US
Botanic Garden in Washington, DC January
20 through May 31, 2007. And don’t miss
William Beecher: A Fantastic Vision, the
largest showing of works by this fascinating
and prolific outsider artist, and the many
other new programs, friends, and opportu-
nities the museum supports in our new

downtown neighborhood.

Willinm Beecher: A Fantastic Vision is the
largest showing of works by the outsider
artist William Beecher. The exhibition fea-
tures 173 intricately and colorfully rendered
paintings — a fraction of the almost 700
works completed by Beecher within the last
five years of his life. This relatively unknown,
yet highly accomplished, outsider artist
spent the last years of his life at the Villa
Feliciana Medical Hospital in Jackson,
Louisiana, where he began painting.
Beecher’s substantial art making during this
period is explored for the first time in this
exhibition.

The term outsider art loosely refers to

works by artists who are self-taught or those
who are impervious to being taught within
the mainstream of classical, Western art his-
tory. Louisiana boasts one of the largest
populations of outsider artists, including
Clementine Hunter, Sister Gertrude
Morgan, and George Rodrigue (who began
his career as an untrained artist). Although a
relative unknown, William Beecher is among
this group of Louisiana outsider artists
whose visual creations are untouched by for-
mal training. His works are additionally cat-
egorized under the subset of outsider art
known as psychotic art or schizophrenic art,
since he made all of his works while receiv-
ing treatment for the disease at the Villa
Feliciana Medical Hospital. Although creat-
ed in a short period of time, Beecher’s art-
works reveal an artistic development, indi-
vidual style, unique narrative, and an array of
personal symbolism, which can be described
as no less than impressive. Beecher’s paint-
ings are inviting. The recognizable elements
in his engaging, but busy compositions are
imbued with a sense of fantasy and personal
interpretations. His wide range of identifi-

able subjects includes figures, animals, and
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fantastic creatures engaged in myriad
activities, usually placed outdoors in clearly
identified natural settings. Beecher defined
his landscapes and animate and inanimate
objects with black outlining, which is often
filled with diverse and extensive patterns,
formed by consistent wavy and often tortuous
repeated lines in a host of shapes and sizes.

In today’s nomenclature, Beecher’s pro-
file situates him as a self-taught artist.
Without the barriers of classical learning,
self-taught artists can respond spontaneous-
ly to their inner impulses without being
encumbered by any presumed knowledge in
their field. Thus, their imagery often
reflects an adventurous self-confidence seen
through enthusiastic and innovative styles.
Many acclaimed mainstream artists have
sought inspiration from the unfiltered and
unencumbered vision of self-taught artists.
Only in recent decades, however, have
self-taught artists found public recognition
within 20th-century American art.

Like Beecher, self-taught artists fre-
quently emerge from quiet corners in our
own back yards. Lamentably, their life’s
work, or large portions of it, often slips cas-
ily into oblivion after the artist’s death. This
exhibition of Beecher’s works at the LSU
MOA places the Baton Rouge community at
the forefront of the discovery of William
Beecher, an artist who is sure to be ranked
amongst the top outsider artists.

The LSU Museum of Art acknowledges
the collaboration of the Department of
Health and Hospitals, State of Louisiana, for
lending the museum these artworks so that
Beecher’s fantastic vision can be appreciated
by a wide audience. The LSU Museum of
Art also recognizes the assistance of LSU
Assistant Professor Darius A. Spieth, author
and former director for special projects at
the New Orleans Museum of Art, Alice Rae

Yelen, and Shelby Gilley, art dealer and
owner of Gilley’s Gallery.

Paths to the Press: Printmaking and American
Women Artists is the first major exhibition to
survey women artists’ contributions to print-
making in the United States during the first
half of the 20th century. Paths to the Press
features 100 works by 80 female artists,
including Mary Cassatt, Louise Nevelson,
and Elizabeth Catlett.

THREE LSU ALUMNI RECENTLY
donated significant gifts to the LSU Museum
of Art permanent collection: a print by former
LSU faculty member Caroline Durieux, addi-
tions to the Dr. James R. and Ann A. Peltier
collection of Chinese jade, and a collection of
photographic portraits by Yousuf Karsh. All
acquisitions of artwork are reviewed by the
LSU MOA Accessions committee, chaired by
Michael D. Robinson. Members include Sue
Turner, LSU MOA Advisory Board chair,
Natalie Fielding, LSU MOA Advisory Board
member, and Dr. Marchita B. Mauck, profes-
sor and associate dean, LSU School of Art.

Museum staft Dr. Laura F. Lindsay, interim
executive director, and Frances Huber, regis-
trar, work with the committee making rec-
ommendations on permanent collection
acquisitions and other management matters.
Ms. R. Elizabeth Williams, who received a
B.A. from the College of Agriculture in 1936
and an M.A. in 1957, has given a print, enti-
tled Rejected Angels, by former LSU faculty

member Caroline Wogan Durieux. Durieux

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was born in New Orleans and attended
Newcomb College, where she studied with
Ellsworth Woodward. In 1917 she entered
the Philadelphia Academy of Fine Arts.
Durieux moved to Mexico City with her hus-
band in 1926. In Mexico, she worked with
the Mexican muralists, including Diego
Rivera, and began making prints of satirical
drawings. Durieux returned to Louisiana in
1930. From 1938 to 1943, she directed the
Federal Art Project for Louisiana. She then
taught art at LSU until her retirement in
1964. The newly acquired print strengthens
the museum’s extensive collection of works
by Caroline Durieux.

LSU MOA also received four additional
Chinese jades from Dr. James R. Peltier, a
1950 alumnus of LSU, and his wife, Ann. A
magnificent carving of a pillow in the shape of

Caroline Durieux (American, 1896-1989),

a crouching boy from the Qing dynasty,
Qianlong reign (1736-1795), symbolizes fer-
tility and the birth of sons, and was used as a
headrest for short naps. Five powerfully ren-
dered dragons pursue the flaming pearl of
knowledge on a bowl from the Ming (16th-
17th centuries) dynasty. A massive jade
mountain from the Qing dynasty portrays a
rocky landscape with horses. A miniature
mountain such as this would have adorned a
scholar’s desk, providing an object of con-
templation and reflection. The fourth jade
given by the Peltiers, a medieval carving from
the Song to Ming dynasties (13th/14th cen-
tury), illustrates a story of filial piety from an
ancient Confucian chronicle. Here, a boy
wears a deerskin as camouflage to stalk a doe
to obtain milk as food for his elderly mother.
These and other jades from the museum’s
and the Peltiers’ collections will be on display
in a special exhibition at LSU MOA from
September 15, 2006 through February 25,

2007. Watch for more information in
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upcoming newsletters.

The last of our recent acquisitions, a port-
folio of works by renowned Canadian pho-
tographer Yousuf Karsh, was given to the
museum by Dr. Richard and Mrs. Judy
Smith. Dr. Smith is a 1966 alumnus of LSU
Medical School. Yousuf Karsh was born in
Mardin, Turkey. At the age of 16, he went to
live with his uncle George Nakash, a photog-
rapher in Quebec. Karsh worked in his
uncle’s studio and later apprenticed with por-
trait photographer John Garo of Boston.
Karsh returned to Canada in 1932 and estab-
lished a studio in Ottawa. He began photo-
graphing dignitaries and celebrities in 1936,
after his work caught the eye of the Canadian
Prime Minister. He then went on to produce
some of the most recognizable portraits of
the 20th century. His best known work is of
Sir Winston Churchill, from 1941, which
brought Karsh to international prominence
and is included in LSU MOA’s portfolio.
Other portraits given by Dr. and Mrs. Smith

are of Muhammed Ali, Pablo Casals, Marc
Chagall, Jacque Cousteau, Albert Einstein,
Robert Frost, Ernest Hemmingway, Helen
Keller, Joan Miro, Georgia O’Keefe, Pablo
Picasso, Albert Schweitzer, George Bernard
Shaw, Jean Sibelius, Peter Lorre, and Edward
Steiken. The Smiths plan to give the museum
additional photographs from their collection,
which includes works by important 20th-cen-
tury photographers such as Ansel Adams,
Brett Weston, and Albert Eisenstaedt. This
gift will form the basis of a 20th-century pho-
tography collection for LSU MOA and will
provide many exciting opportunities for exhi-

bition and study.

Outsider Art and William
Beecher’s Fantastic Vision

What is outsider art? Why is
William Beecher considered an
outsider artist? Why is Beecher’s
art important to the art world?
Darius A. Spieth, assistant
professor of art history at LSU, will
answer these questions and more
as he introduces museum visitors
to this sometimes confusing, but
always interesting, segment of art
history.
